Do You Gun It and Go?

If you are like many Americans the answer is yes. Admit it
when you see a traffic light turn yellow do you slow down or do
you most often then not decide to gun it or go for it. According
to a national survey nearly 56% of respondants run red lights.
This is a very dangerous habit and presents a significant safety
issue. In fact, evidence suggest that thousands of deaths can
be linked to individuals not stopping at red lights. In addition,
this can be considered aggressive driving. Studies have found
that actually stopping at a red or yellow light only costs you
about 2 minutes and that is a worst case scenerio. At K&K we
realize everyone wants to get home in a timely manner. It is
often tempting to try to skim off a couple of minutes here and
there especially after a long work day and commute. However,
gunning it at a yellow light or running a red light is unacceptable
and potentially fatal if you are involved in a traffic accident.

If You're in a Crash: Move It ... It's the Law

If you have a non-injury crash, it's not necessary to wait for law
enforcement before moving the vehicles involved. If the
vehicles can be driven, move them to a safe location and then
exchange the necessary information or contact law
enforcement. After a crash:

1. Check for injuries

2. Notify law enforcement if there are injuries, when the cars
cannot be moved, when one of the drivers appears to be
intoxicated, when damage exceeds $1,000, when one of the
drivers has no insurance, or when one of the drivers leaves the
scene of the crash.

3. Warn oncoming traffic - This can help prevent additional
crashes. Ways of warning traffic include raising your hood,
tieing a white handkerchief to your door, using flares, or using
hazard lights.

4. Exchange Information

5. Follow K&K Connections procedures for reporting traffic
incidents.
